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I became interested in Wernicke’s encephalopathy over 40 years ago when I was an Assistant Professor in the United States and I completed my PhD thesis on “Studies on Thaimine Absorption in Man”.   After I returned to the UK, I was appointed as a Consultant Gastroenterologist in the National Health Service and I have continued my research work on thiamine and Wernicke’s encephalopathy until the present day.
